In 1994, Jim was invited to speak at a Gaither 

Family Gathering in Indianapolis, where he 

delivered a powerful message on the critical 

importance of group prayer to the life of a body of 

believers, titled My House Shall Be a House of 

Prayer.

Jim deliver that message? It’s so profound that 

today, 22 years later, it can still be seen in its 

entirety on YouTube.
